For fixed panels that will be fitted into a
wall profile use the longer gasket. For panels that will form a
corner (with a side return panel) fit the shorter one. Determine
which panel will form a corner (depending on your configuration)
with the large side return panel and set the gasket 38mm from the
glass edge that will fit into the corner gasket as shown in Fig. 14.
For a fixed panel that will not form a corner but fit directly into a
wall profile use the longer gasket and set this flush with the glass
edge that will fit into the wall profile Fig. 15

Q FITTING THE FRONT GLASS PANELS,

Step A:
